The Commission recommends that Idaho State University:
e Recommendation 1: Fall 2021 Evaluation of Institutional Effectiveness - Consistently
disaggregate all indicators for student achievement by every category. (2020 Standard(s) 1.D.2)
e Recommendation 2: Fall 2021 Evaluation of Institutional Effectiveness - Transition to a more
aspirational strategic plan, that articulates one clear set of meaningful goals, objectives, and
indicators to define mission fulfillment. (2020 Standard(s) 1.B.2)

Future Evaluations
e Mid-Cycle Review Fall 2024
o Recommendation 1: Fall 2021 Evaluation of Institutional Effectiveness
o Recommendation 2: Fall 2021 Evaluation of Institutional Effectiveness
e Year 6 - Standard 2 - Policies, Regulations, and Financial Review Fall 2027
e Year 7 - Evaluation of Institutional Effectiveness Fall 2028

Per USDE guidance, all virtual accreditation site visits shall be followed by in-person campus visits within
a reasonable time when public health conditions improve and are authorized by applicable law. Campus
visits may be limited to focus on items identified in the Peer-Evaluation Report and may include fewer
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than all evaluation team members.
