Tickets will be charged for food, but the event itself
remains free to attend; guests coming for entertainment only can arrive after 7
PM. The planning for this year’s event began in early December, but several



challenges arose, including issues with booking the ballroom and coordinating

with Chartwells. An opportunity to book the ballroom only became available

last week, and the team moved quickly to secure the space.
