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The purpose of this bill is to foster academic and professional development among ISU students
by increasing representation within student government and individual colleges. We have seen

a large amount of involvement from the colleges with two senators.

ARTICLE III—SENATE COMMITTEES

Section 2—Senate Rules and Appointments Committee
The role of the Rules and Appointments Committee is to monitor the Senate’s proposals and
actions and all Presidential appointments. The Rules and Appointments Committee is
responsible for:
a. Ensuring all introduced bills and resolutions meet all guidelines set forth in the
Constitution, Bylaws, Election Code, and rulebooks.
b. Interviewing and researching all Presidential appointment nominations.
c. Providing committee voting results and a recommendation to the entire Senate to confirm
or reject a Presidential nomination.
d. Updating and enforcing all governing documents during the fall Legislative Convention,
where committee members ensure the Senate is abiding by all governing materials.
e. Reapportioning the Senate every third year in the fall semester on the basis of full-time
enrollment counting part-time enrollment at a 3:1 ratio (three (3) part-time students equal
one (1) full-time student).
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
