Course Syllabus

Course Description/Purpose
The purpose of this professional development course is to cover the key design elements
and teaching practices of Project Based Learning (PBL). Teachers will learn how to align
projects with curriculum standards, challenge students to solve real-world problems, and
foster inquiry, critical thinking, and problem-solving skills. The course will also cover
assessing and providing feedback, coaching and classroom management strategies, ways
to scaffold learning for student success, and facilitating effective reflection practices. By
the end of the course, teachers will have a deep understanding of PBL and will be equipped
with the knowledge and skills to design and implement effective PBL projects in their own
classrooms.

Course Objectives
At the end of this course you should be able to:

1. Analyze the principles and components of project based learning (PBL) in relation to
traditional teaching methods.

2. Design effective projects using real world problems or challenges.
3. Develop effective formative and summative assessments that evaluate student

learning in Project Based Learning settings.
4. Prepare a project overview plan for the skills, lessons, and resources students will

need to successfully complete their project.
5. Describe a variety of scaffolding techniques and strategies to effectively support

student learning in project based learning.
6. Identify coaching strategies to influence and build classroom culture during project

based learning.
7. Apply a variety of classroom management strategies to facilitate student success.
8. Describe and facilitate effective reflection practices throughout the PBL Unit.
