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Course Description

As teachers, it can be difficult to understand others' emotions and our own emotional reactions
to others. Our emotions are the brain’s manifestation of our bodily perceptions of the world
around us. These perceptions are based on our past experiences that are organized as concepts
that guide our actions and give our sensations meaning. This course challenges traditional
notions of pre-programmed emotional states and explains the profound insights into the
complexity of human emotions. Through engaging videos and real-world examples, participants
will understand emotional processing as a tool for deepening the connection between a teacher
and their peers or students. Participants will learn the fundamentals of how human emotions
are made and the ways in which emotions are generated, regulated, and influence human
actions. By understanding human emotions, teachers can build and maintain stronger
relationships with their colleagues and students by reflecting on the actions that arise from
individuals' past experiences.
