The Outstanding Biology Student Awards recognize the confributions of our stu-
dents to the ISU Department of Biological Sciences.

e Outstanding Undergraduate Student (OUGS) - the OUGS will be awarded to a full-time un-
dergraduate student that has made significant contributions that could include depart-
mental service, academic achievement, and undergraduate research as indicated by
supervisor/mentor recommendations and transcripfs.

e Outstanding Graduate Student (OGS) - the OGS will be awarded to a full-fime graduate
student that has made significant contributions to departmental service, research produc-
tivity, and academic achievement as indicated by supervisor/mentor recommendations
and transcripfs.

e Outstanding Graduate Teaching Assistant (OGTA) - the OGTA will be awarded to a full-time
graduate student that has made significant contributions to departmental teaching as in-
dicated by student evaluations and supervisor/mentor recommendations.
