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Maximum principle and minimal graphs 

in Riemannian manifolds 
 

We survey some recent results about uniqueness and non-existence of 
entire minimal graphs in Riemannian manifolds endowed with a Killing 
vector field. These results are based on gradient estimates and rely on a 
variant of the maximum principle obtained in joint work with L. Alias 
and M. Rigoli.
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
