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Abstract: Information criteria, as an alternative to hypothesis testing, 
has been around for about 40 years.  We describe information criteria, 
contrast these two criteria and show how they relate to traditional 
hypothesis testing.  It will become apparent that the use of hypothesis 
tests to compare models to data has limited value.
