Parking Advisory Board – Ann Howell
James attended the advisory board meeting on Ann Howell’s behalf.  The following issues were discussed.
· Multi-use lots.  The board will look into this.  
· Each building not having a designated loading zone and extending the time limit for loading zones.  The board will also look into these issues.  
· Removing the policy of not ticketing the general lots on the Pocatello campus during the first week of classes.  Students get confused with this policy and park in a reserved lot thinking they won’t be cited.  The only lots not cited during the first week of classes are the general lots.  The board will look into displaying signs to show which lots are not cited.  
· Equality between prices of permits at each campus.  The board explained that each campus has different regulations to follow because each campus has different needs.  
· Changing the G-5 lot to a reserved lot and the R-4 to a general lot.  The board will look into this more closely.
· Paying for the citation in order to appeal it.  The board did not like this idea because it was looked at as punitive

· Having a time limit to appeal a citation.  The board said there is a 10 day time limit for appeals.  James said it is not recommended to follow this regulation.  Ann said she will take this issue back to the board.  If 10 days is not enough time to appeal then the regulation may need to be changed.

Ann said the following issues were not brought up by Staff Council but were also discussed.
· The $10 replacement fee may be increased to $30 or $35.

· Employees are sharing their parking permits with students.  These permits are being purchased at the student rate.
Parking Appeals – James Yizar
Mike Alvord attended most parking appeal meetings.  He said parking citations are waived 55% of the time.
President’s Cabinet – Syd Sharp 

Weston said there have been incidents on campus that have not being reported to public safety soon enough.  Public Safety then is supposed to report it to the police, and finally to the president.  President Vailas is finding out days later that incidents have occurred.  Syd is going to ask Steve Chatterton if he would come to a meeting and let us know what we should be reporting.
Safety – Barry Hulet 
The new lockdown protocol, ALICE, is being implemented on campus.  ALICE stands for Alert, Lockdown, Inform, Counter, and Evacuate.  Radon gas testing is being conducted in basements on campus.  The testing won’t last long and will probably not be noticed.  If you smell an odor in your building, call the Technical Safety Office (TSO).  They have equipment that can monitor air for chemicals.   The odor in the College of Education has been found and fixed.  The odor was from sewer gases.  If employees would like to know the Ebola plan at the hospitals, they should contact Carol Prescott.  There are no audible alarms on the second floor of the Continuing Education building.  This is because there is a sprinkler system so audible alarms are not required by code.
Special Budget Council – Syd Sharp
Weston said revenues for the state of Idaho are up.  During this next legislative session it looks like most monies for education will go to K-12.  Universities will make their requests but there is no guarantee that any funding will be provided.
