Campus Beautification Committee - Sharra Nelson/Chris Wagner
Proposal was submitted for improvements in front of Reed Gym.  A lot of comments were made about the proposal so it has been sent back for revisions.  Suggestions included putting a berm in front of the gym and blocking off the parking lot for student functions.  Craig Joseph gave a presentation on putting up statues on campus to represent ISU historical events or people but did not know if there was money available to do this.  It would cost about $20,000 - $30,000.  Trees will be planted around the perimeter of the parking lot in front of the Roy F. Christensen building.

Parking Appeals – James Yizar 
Have been meeting weekly.  During the construction at Reed Gym there were a number of tickets given for the spots on the West Side entrance.  All of these tickets were waived because parking was confusing since there were four different signs posted by these spots.  This issue has been resolved.  Would like to make it required when loading or unloading that the vehicle needs to have flashers on.  There is also some confusion in parking lots that have both general and reserved/restricted parking. It was suggested for these parking lots to put arms up and have the right kind of pass to enter the lot or pay an entrance fee.  There were also concerns with doing this.  There is also some concern for parking in areas by Family Practice and the Institute.  Public Safety is often called about cars parked in these areas that are not supposed to be there.   The university does not sell tickets for these lots, they are maintained by the facility that owns the lot.  There was felt that Public Safety should not be called for lots that we do not sell tickets for.  Some of these issues will be going to the Parking Advisory Board.  Let constituents know that one-day passes are only good for one day and should not be changed.
