Minutes:  Minutes were approved with minor changes.

Safety Committee – Barry Hulet 
A safety walk will be scheduled that will include Reed Gym, Rendezvous Center, Performing Arts Center and possible some of the housing units.  The university was given $3.75 million in deferred maintenance money which is being cycled out to various projects such as ADA provisions on ramps and sidewalks.   They are looking at updating, replacing or putting in four elevators on campus; doing something with the upper seating in Reed Gym; improving the manhole covers; and fixing the windows in the BA building. Public Safety will be having earthquake training and awareness.  TSO and a fire marshal will be inspecting campus looking for various hazards.  There is a collection site by facilities for disposal of florescent bulbs since they cannot be thrown away.   There should be a building coordinator for each building for fire drills.  Public Safety is going to have building coordinator training.
