hospital to aid in the recovery of American
soldiers wounded during the war.

Again and again, the stories that struck us the
most were how ordinary |ldahoans found
valuable ways of contributing to the war effort
without leaving the confines of this state. One of
my favorite stories involved members of the
United Service Organization of eastern Idaho.
The USO leaders somehow talked local officials
into sharing classified information about the
times that trains carrying troops to and from the
U.S. West Coast would be arriving at the train
station in Pocatello. The USO members,
primarily women from Pocatello and
surrounding communities up to 100 miles away,
organized a program of baking cookies and
brewing hot coffee to refresh the soldiers during
their layover in Pocatello. Years later, many of
the troops wrote letters of gratitude for the
kindness of the Pocatello USO (you can even
see some of these letters on display at the
Pocatello Airport).
