Bickmore will visit ISU as the annual Dolsen Visiting Writer on September 26, 2023. From 1-2 p.m. she will

In 2015, her poem ‘Eidolon’ was
awarded the Ballymaloe International Poetry Award. She is Professor Emeritus of English at Salt Lake
Community College, where she was the recipient of the SLCC Foundation Teaching Excellence Award in
