Because the majority of Honors students are Idaho residents, we are going to focus on
the Idaho voting information and ballot measures.

voteidaho.gov is THE BEST resource. There you can:
e register to vote online (deadline is Oct 11);
e view sample ballots,
e request an absentee ballot (this is best for students who's hometown is not
Pocatello/Chubbuck, deadline is Oct 25),
e find your voting location
e learn about state and local ballot measures like supplemental levies, initiatives, and
propositions
There are also 2024 Idaho Voter Pamphlet resources which includes a description of
state initiatives with pro and con statements.

Your Vote Counts Most In Local and State
Elections and Ballot Measures

You may have heard that your vote for President doesn’t count if you live in Idaho
because Idaho is a red state and the Republican candidate always wins. Even if that's
true, it's even more true that your vote counts most when you vote in local and state
level ballot measures.

This year there are two important state ballot measures up for vote:
Proposed Ildaho Constitutional Amendment: HJR 5
Proposition 1: Idaho Open Primaries Act

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“Shall Section 2, Article VI of the Constitution of the State of Idaho be amended to provide
that individuals who are not citizens of the United States may not be qualified electors in any
election held within the state of Idaho?”

Currently, Section 2, Article VI of the Constitution of the State of Idaho provides: “[e]very
male or female citizen of the United States, eighteen years old, who has resided in this state,
and in the county where he or she offers to vote for the period provided by law, if registered
as provided by law, is a qualified elector.”

The provides that:

Only Idaho residents who are citizens of the United States are eligible to vote in elections in
the State of Idaho and that noncitizens are not eligible to vote in any election in the State of
Idaho.

This provision does not expressly prohibit noncitizens from voting. The proposed
amendment adds language to provide that only United States citizens may vote in elections
in the State of Idaho.

This measure proposes two distinct changes to elections for most public offices.

Under current law, political parties nominate candidates through primary elections in which
party members vote for a candidate to represent the party in the general election.

Replace voter selection of party nominees with a top-four primary:

e This measure would abolish Idaho’s party primaries.

e The initiative creates a system where all candidates participate in a top-four primary and
voters may vote on all candidates. The top four vote-earners for each office would
advance to the general election. Candidates could list any affiliation on the ballot, but
would not represent political parties, and need not be associated with the party they
name.

Under current law, voters may select one candidate for each office, and the candidate with
the most votes wins.

#
Require a ranked-choice voting system for general elections:

 The measure would require a ranked-choice voting system for the general election.
Under the ranked-choice voting system, voters rank candidates on the ballot in order of
preference, but need not rank every candidate.

e The votes are counted in successive rounds, and the candidate receiving the fewest votes
in each round is eliminated. A vote for an eliminated candidate will transfer to the voter’s
next-highest-ranked active candidate. The candidate with the most votes in the final
round wins.
